A new literary genre began to thrive in the realm of English literature
at the early part of the 19" century and that was the ‘stream of
consciousness’ novel. Sigmund Freud’s writings began to appear in English
Translations shortly after 1910.William James used the term to denote
chaotic flow of impressions and sensations through human consciousness.
The rise of this literary genre, stream of consciousness novel, is but a
reaction of the increased inwardness of life resulting upon the breakdown of
accepted values with the turn of the century and the outbreak of the First
World War. The Georgian group of writers, who saw people and their life as
complex, diverse and ineffable, realized that they were to explore the new
territories with new tools. The dawn of this realization with new perspective
needed a new technique and that was 'this technique related to inward
thought movements of the characters in the eternity of time of the story.
Most of the novels written by employing this stream of consciousness
technique are psychological in sense and form. The psychological novelists
did not portray human character in the traditional sense. They realized that a
psychologically accurate account of what a man is at a given moment. The
writers became deeply interested in thosé aspects of consciousness which
cannot be viewed as a progression of individual and self-existing moments
which are basically dynamic and are independent of chronological sequence.
The study is an attempt undertaken to find out about human being as a man
of thoughts, what he or she is at a given moment and the stream of
consciousness technique is of internal analysis of the characters in the story.

Introduction: - Female game players need high fitness levels as well as technical and tactical
skills in order to reach the top. Traditional gym training to build stren gth power and speed canbea
turn off for many female games players. But according to James Marshall, there s another approach
—skills based fitness training, .

Like their male counterparts, female game players need hi gh fitness levels (strength, power,
endurance, agility etc.) in order to reach the top, as well as technical and tactical skills. With limited
time to train all these attributes, combining skills and fitness training is not only time-efficient, but also
tends to find favour among the players themselves, mainl y because many female games players are
less comfortable performing traditional strength work in the gym enviro nment and also because skills-
based fitness training is ofien regarded as more “fun’,

Warm-ups and injury prevention

Ideally, games players should warm-up in a manner that closely reflects the demands of the
activities to follow —i.e. asport that involves jumping should include jumping in the warm-up, ball
games players should use a ball and so on, The warm-up should also be a good time to include a
routine that helps Improves landing mechanics, thereby reducing the risk of knee injury, because
players are fresh.

Another approach is to use balance and ply metrics [Plyometrics, also known as “jump
training” or a form of exercise that involves rapid and repeated stretching and contracting of the
muscles, designed to increase strength. ] Training to enhance lower limb mechanics. Many coaches
regard skills and fitness training as two completel Y separate entities,

However the best coaches are able to combine the two into drills and small games that are not
only effective, but are also generally regarded as much more ‘fun’by female games players! There’s
also good scientific evidence that this approach is effective in practice.

Female games player coaches who have limited time might be better to ask themselves not
Wwhether their team is fit or not, but instead what two or three performance variables are key to success
on the pitch and then set about designing some small games to improve them. By combing these with

The development of teaching of English in India is divided into
Earliest Period (1765-18130: The Charter Period (1813-1834); Macaulay’s
Period (1834-1853); The Period of Woods’ Despatch (1882-1934); Period of
Commissions (1882-1934); Period of Struggle and Independence (1935-
1965) and after 1965 English medium school. Such schools mushroomed in
a very short duration though with a demand for heavy fees.

The British who came as traders to India wanted to establish their rule
by introducing English language. Communication in English helped them
spread their trade across the country .So they opened institutions of classical
learning. In addition to this Raja Ram Mohan Roy increased the demand for
teaching of English. Later Macaulay’s Minutes strongly recommended
western learning through the medium of English language. Gradually, there
was a demand for learning English and the vernaculars got neglected.
Furthermore, the Commissions of 1882, 1902 and 1919 assigned different
spheres of activities in Indian education. It was from 1935-65 during Indian
Independence struggle people craved for National language and mother
tongue to be the medium of instruction.

In 1835, the vernacular schools, Missionary schools and Government
schools anglicized their policy. They made people realise that science
education could be possible through English. English language was
considered to be easier than Sanskrit or Arabic. English language helped
growth in business. It became link language. For their benefit the British
taught English language to Indians.

Human rights acknowledges that every single human being is entitled
to enjoy his or her human rights without distinction as to race, colour, sex, language,
religion, political or other opinion, national or social origin, property, both or other status
Human rights law legally guarantees Human Rights, protecting individuals and groups against
actions that interfere with fundamental freedoms and human di gnity.

HR places an obligation on States to act in particular wav prohibits
States from engaging in specified activities. However, Law does establish human rights.
